Q Criteria : The Department of Mathematics is replacing the honors sequence 120-121-220 by
two sequences of honors calculus courses, of which this is one. The reason for this change is that
the department is creating an honors program in mathematics for highly talented mathematics
students seeking a rigorous program providing superior preparation for advanced work. This
program will begin with Math 243-244-245-246. Academic Merit : These courses will engage
students and instructors in a deep and thorough study of various aspects of calculus and
differential equations and the underlying theory.
