Q Criteria : The course include mathematics at or above the basic algebra level as an integral 

part of the course which is used throughout the course.The course included the use of basic 

algebraic concepts such as: formulas and functions, linear and quadratic equations and their 

graphs, systems of equations, polynomials, fractional expressions, exponents, powers and roots, 

problem solving and word problems. The course require the student to understand and carry out 

actual mathematical manipulations and use them in order to draw conclusions.
