Prof. Gaye Tuchmanõs newest 

book, Wannabe U: Inside the 

Corporate University (University 

of Chicago Press) is creating 

quite a stir.   

The book is an ethnographic 

analysis of a major Research 

Intensive Doctoral Granting 

University in its quest to rise in 

the national rankings as deter-

mined by U.S. News and World 

Report, increasingly adopting a 

corporate model of the Univer-

sity as an organization. It docu-

ments in rich detail the process 

by which the University forges 

ahead toward that holy grail of 

higher national ranking. The 

route to that goal, as the Univer-

sityõs Board of Trustees frame 

it, is to make the institution as 

much in the image of a busi-

ness enterprise as possible, 

including the hiring of profes-

sional administrative/corporate 

leaders, emphasis on enhanced 

revenue streams (such as exter-

nal grants), and the production 

of mission statements and five-

year plans that are less about 

the academic mission of liberal 

education and more about what 

will make the U.S. News and 

World Report indicators rise. 

To that end, the University has 

become obsessed with measur-

able indicators produced in 

constant audits and metrics of 

òaccountability.ó Tuchman 

notes that this road map has 

increasingly sacrificed the cher-

ished values of intellectual and 

independent pursuit of knowl-

edge for knowledgeõs sake, 

faculty governance, and critical 

thinking in the classroom. In-

structors are encouraged by the 

metrics by which they are con-

stantly evaluated to òteach to 

the metrics instrumentsó rather 

than teach to the goal of intel-

lectual pursuit.  Among those 

metrics of program quality and 

value are measures of post-

graduate employment, trans-

forming the University from an 

institution of higher learning to 

one of vocational training.  

Among the corporate policies 

and practices she found are a 

shift in the professional vocabu-

lary used to describe the univer-

sityõs mission, where students 

are now òconsumers,ó teaching 

and research are òinputs,ó 

learning is an òoutcome,ó and 

education is a òproduct.ó The 

effectiveness of teaching and 

research is evaluated in 

òassessments,ó using òmetricsó 

to measure these; increasing 

loss of faculty governance in 

favor of administrative power; 

increasing reliance on non-

academics for upper-level ad-

ministrators; and an alarming 

escalation of the reduction of 

regular, tenure-track faculty by 

attrition and increasing reliance 

on the revolving door of the 

temporary contingency labor of 

adjuncts and Assistant Profes-

sors in Residence. Tuchman 

argues that this shift to the 

corporate model, done in the 

service of scrambling to rise to 

the ranks of the top 25 Univer-

sities nationwide according to 

U.S. News and World Report, 

has warped the academic mis-

sion of education and threatens 

academic freedom, both in the 

classroom and in research. 

 The push to increase external 

grants at the University warps 

research agendas from òwhat is 

an intellectually interesting 

question, and where can we get 

some support to pursue that 

questionó to òwhat do the deep 

pockets of research and devel-

opment agencies want us to 

find out and how do we deliver 

it to them.ó  As such, the mis-

sion statement and five-year 

plan emphasizes the areas 

most likely to be the current 

and near-future darlings of the 

granting agencies rather than 

embracing other, highly produc-

tive and creative but often-

unfunded or underfunded re-

search agendas.  And the pur-

suit of grants often intensifies 

the Universityõs òcozy relation-

shipsó with corporations and 

the government, who provide 

substantial grant money.  While 

those relationships may cer-

tainly bring in substantial reve-

nue to the University, it also has 

the unfortunate effect of inter-

fering in the curriculum, as 

granting agencies dictate re-

search agendas, which in turn, 

shape the content of courses 

and programs offered. 

The scientific management of 

the University as a corporate 

entity not only damages core 

academic values, but also 

erodes faculty governance as a 

mechanism to protect and en-

sure those values as the mis-

sion of the University. The Fac-

ulty Senate, where faculty gov-

ernance once reigned supreme 

and held the Universityõs vision 

to the core liberal education 

academic values, has morphed 

into a University Senate now 

dominated by representatives 

of the Administration and top 

administrators themselves. The 

administrators are no longer 

likely to be academics who 

have grown up through the fac-

ulty ranks at the University, who 

appreciate and harbor loyalty to 

the institution and its liberal 

education values; rather they 

are increasingly career bureau-

crats who, like their corporate 

brethren, embrace a loyalty to 

the market, jumping every few 

years from one institution to 

another, never staying any-

where long enough to witness 

the damage to the academic 

mission their corporatization of 

the University produces. 

The overall effect of this in-

creasing corporatization of 

higher education means the

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slow but certain erosion of post-

secondary liberal education 

(including those disciplines that 

may not produce massive num-

bers of employed graduates but 

which are nonetheless vital to 

well-rounded intellectual devel-

opment), the pursuit of knowl-

edge as inherently valuable, and 

the value of independent and 

critical thinking.  

Locally, the strongest buzz, 

among both the press and the 

campus, was whether the book 

was a thinly-disguised critique of 

UConn and its administrators. 

That parlor game missed the 

point, however: The book em-

phasizes that unfortunately what 

she found at Wannabe U is not a 

unique or unusual aberration 

among Universities. Rather, 

Tuchman argues that Wannabe 

U is a cautionary tale, an illustra-

tion of a far wider and increas-

ingly standard process afoot at 

most if not all major Universities 

in the U.S. And there is evidence 

that it is happening abroad as 

well, in many European, Austra-

lian, and Canadian Universities. 

The book was launched at a 

book signing event hosted by 

the UConn Coop and has gener-

ated much debate and excite-

ment, both in the US and 

abroad. It was the focus of an 

Author Meets the Critic panel at 

the ESS meeting in Boston,  and 

was featured in several articles 

in the Hartford Courant, Times 

Higher Education in the UK, and 

Ensino Superior in Brazil. Prof. 

Tuchman was also interviewed 

on Colin McEnroeõs radio talk 

show. She continues to be in 

demand to discuss her book, 

and will be presenting a paper 

and leading a Plenury talk at the 

ASA meeting in Atlanta this sum-

mer.
